natalensis is robust of foliage with flowers that turn from gold to flame, and

primrose is an elegant pale yellow with slender flower spikes, blooming nearly

all summer.

cannas have become our latest passion. Their bold tropical foliage and amaz-

ingly easy care make for ideal garden plants. Like roses, their history fell by the

wayside, but a renewed interest in heirloom Cannas has made a wealth of old vari-

eties available to us. We recommend rosamund coles, a red/yellow bicolor

reminiscent of the old Pernetiana Hybrid Tea rose, condesa de sastago,

australia is magnificent, a towering eight foot plant with darkest mahogany

foliage and deep rose-red flowers. Most popular for us has been the ‘Banana

Canna’, canna musafolia grande, with massive leaves, deep olive green

edged in red; it achieves 8 to 10 feet in one season, rarely flowers and then with

very small blooms of deep red. There are true white Cannas to be had at long

last; the two foot tall snow dragon, and the upright ambassadour, are now

in stock. Stripes are popular, including the large and dramatic bronze, pink and

cream of durban, and the gold and green of pretoria, but rarer and more

choice yet is pink surprise, a dwarf with red, cream and pink foliage and soft

pink flowers! My favorites continue to be the soft, pastel flowers not usually asso-

ciated with these bold plants: the soft peach of aida, the pale melon of mme.

paul casseneuve, the rich rose pink and cream of maudie malcolm, and

the cream colored flowers of eureka, conestoga and carolina moon-
glow.
